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2 Impact Monitoring Methodology 

2.1 Introduction 

For air quality, construction noise and water quality, ecology, landscape and visual monitoring 
methodology, including the monitoring locations, monitoring equipment used, monitoring 
parameters, and frequency and duration, etc., are detailed in this Chapter. 

2.2 Air Quality 

2.2.1 Monitoring Parameters, Frequency and Duration 

In accordance with the EM&A Manual, 1-hour and 24-hour TSP levels monitoring are to be 
conducted during the construction phase. Table 2.1 summarizes the monitoring parameters, 
frequency and duration of air quality monitoring.

2.2.2 Monitoring Locations 

The four air quality monitoring stations were established in the EM&A manual and were slightly 
adjusted during the baseline monitoring phase. Locations of the agreed air quality monitoring 
stations are listed in Table 2.2 and as shown in Figure 2.1.

2.2.3 Monitoring Equipment 

Continuous 24-hour TSP air quality monitoring is conducted using High Volume Sampler (HVS) 
(Model: GMWS-2310 Accu-vol). The HVS meets all the requirements of the EM&A Manual. 
Portable direct reading dust meters were used to carry out the 1-hour TSP monitoring. Table 
2.3 summarizes the equipment used in the impact air quality monitoring.

2.4.5 Monitoring Methodology 

In situ Measurement 

All pH meters, DO/temperature meters had been checked and calibrated prior to use. Standard 
buffer solution of at least two pH levels (either pH 4 and pH 7, or pH 7 and pH 10) had been 
used for calibration of the instrument before and after use. 

DO meters had been calibrated by a laboratory accredited under HOKLAS or any other 
international accreditation scheme, and subsequently re-calibrated at three-monthly intervals 
throughout all stages of the water quality monitoring. Responses of sensors and electrodes had 
been checked with certified standard solutions before each use. Wet bulb calibrations for all DO 
meters had been carried out before measurement at each monitoring location. For the on-site 
calibration of field equipment, BS 1427:2009, "Guide to on-site test methods for the analysis of 
waters" had been observed. 

Measurements shall be at three water depths, namely, 1m below water surface, mid-depth and 
1m above stream bed/pond bed, except where the water depth less that 6m, the mid-depth 
station maybe omitted. Should the water depth be less than 3 m, only the mid-depth station will 
be monitored. 

Replicates in-situ measurements and samples collected from each independent monitoring 
event are required for all parameters to ensure a robust statistically interpretable dataset. 

Water Samples Preparation and Analysis 

For collection of water sampling within the water courses, a 500ml clean plastic beaker was 
used. After collection, the water samples were stored in high-density polythene bottles. The 
sample container was rinsed with a portion of the water sample. The water sample was then 
transferred to the container, labelled with a unique sample ID and sealed with a screw cap. The 
water samples were stored in a cool box maintained at 4 ºC. The water samples were then 
delivered to a local HOKLAS-accredited laboratory (ALS) on the same day for analysis. 

The testing methods of testing parameters as recommended by EIA or required by EPD, with 
the QA/QC results are in accordance with the requirement of HOKLAS or international 
accredited scheme. 

The calibration certificates for equipment used for in-situ monitoring of water quality are 
attached in Appendix E. 

2.5 Ecology 

2.5.1 Monitoring Parameters, Frequency and Duration 

Target species and certain other fauna will be monitored within the Project Area and 
Assessment Area during the wetland and residential construction phase. This will be important 
to ensure that any unexpected events or impacts either on- or off-site are quickly identified so 
that remedial action can be taken.  The groups to be monitored and frequency of monitoring are 
shown in Table 2.12.   
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3.2.2 Construction Noise Monitoring  

The construction noise monitoring results are summarized in Table 3.3. Graphical plots of the 
monitoring data are shown in Appendix F. The weather conditions in the reporting period are 
provided in Appendix G.

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Sixteen odonates species and twelve butterfly species were recorded in the Survey Area 
(excluding the WRA) during the regular survey; while no odonates species nor butterfly species 
were recorded in the Survey Area (excluding the WRA) outside surveys.  

Within the WRA, 27 odonata species and 19 butterfly species were recorded during the regular 
survey; while no odonates species nor butterfly species were recorded outside surveys. 

A summary of the survey findings is provided in Appendix J. 

4.4 Monitoring of Mammals 

Monitoring of mammals was conducted concurrently with other surveys.  

Three mammal species were recorded in the Survey Area (excluding the WRA) during regular 
surveys; while no mammal species were recorded outside surveys. 

Within the WRA, two mammal species were recorded during regular surveys; while one 
mammal species was recorded outside surveys.  

A summary of the survey findings is provided in Appendix J. 

4.5 Monitoring of Water Quality 

2.5.1 During the reporting period, the water level of all Cells had been lowered to around 140-
180, to facilitate massive removal of exotic plants along the edges of Cells and around the 
islets. Since the water level reached its action level in July 2020, the monitoring frequency was 
been doubled in August 2020. Regular water level monitoring works were conducted on 25 and 
29 August 2020 after the vegetation control works. An additional water level monitoring was 
conducted on 20 August 2020 after the typhoon signal 9 on 19 August 2020. Since the water 
level of Cell 2, Cell 3 and Cell 4 reached the action level on 20, 25 and 29 August 2020, the 
monitoring frequency will be doubled in the coming month. According to the ecological 
monitoring data, the low water level in the WRA attracted wetland dependence species 
including Little Grebe, Great Egret, Yellow Bittern, Black-crowned Night Heron and White-
breasted Waterhen. As the low water level attracts wetland dependence birds, the existing 
water level will be maintained.  

Monitoring data is presented in Appendix K. Locations for the monitoring of water quality for the 
ecological monitoring are shown in Figure 4.2. 

4.6 Management Activities 

4.6.1 Vegetation Management  

Massive removal of excessive and exotic vegetation in Cell 4 and along the emergency 
vehicular access (EVA) was undertaken, covering the access road, Cell edges and around the 
islet. Follow-up vegetation control works were also conducted. These removals included but 
were not limited to Leucaena leucocephala, Mikania sp., Mimosa sp., Pennisetum sp., Typha 
sp. and Ludwigia erecta. 

Vegetation management activities undertaken at the site primarily involved tree-trimming, 
weeding, grass cutting and climber removal. Climbers were removed by hand to preserve the 
trees entangled. Ludwigia erecta along the pond edge and islet of Cell 4 was uprooted by hand.   

During site inspection and regular avifauna surveys, it was confirmed that reedbeds of Cell 3 
and Cell 4 were used by the Yellow Bittern as roosting and breeding site. These reeds were left

In particular, the 1-hr TSP, 24-hr TSP, noise level (as Leq) and 
water quality parameters (such as pH, DO, turbidity and SS) under monitoring have been 
checked against established Action and Limit levels.  

There was no breach of Action or Limit Levels for Air Quality, Noise monitoring and Water 
Quality monitoring in the reporting month. 

8.4.2 Recommendations 

With considerations on the construction activities and environment, the following 
recommendations were provided:
